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Dear friends in Christ,








This last month we welcomed our new deacon, the Rev. Diane Caggiano.  She is getting to know you and we have begun discussions about how her ministry will fit in here at St. John’s.  We will officially welcome Diane on Sunday, October 16th at the 9:00 a.m. service.  Diane will preach that Sunday and we will recognize and pray for her ministry among us at that time.  Following the service, you are invited to join in a potluck brunch for which St. John’s is famous and welcome Diane personally.








Diane asked me about the history here at St. John’s.  It is important for clergy to get to know the congregation in which they serve and for us to get to know her.  I suggested that rather than I tell Diane about St. John’s, all of us would recount our stories together. So, we would invite you to come together for an evening of sharing stories on Wednesday, October 19th, at 7:00 p.m. in place of our weekly Bible study…our story, your story, Diane’ story and God’s story in the midst of it all! If you want to simply attend and listen, feel free.  More details will follow on this event.








We began our fall conversations as a congregation on Sunday, September 11th.  This was a continuation of what was begun in June.  The next conversation is scheduled after church on October 23rd.  The September meeting primarily focused on one liturgy and the challenges and joys that this transition brings to our community.  Please continue to pray about the common good and what will especially benefit our congregation at this time in our history.  So much of religious practice in this country focuses on the individual…what do I need, what do I want in a church, what do I get out of the service, what do I want?  Yet, Scripture is clear:  God calls us into community.  Along with these questions that focus on us as individuals, we also want to ask, what does St. John’s need, what does the Lord ask of our congregation as a whole, how does the community need to grow…spiritually, financially, and connecting with each other and the world?  The Vestry continues to discern our worship schedule and we invite you into that process as well.

As many of you already know, Jack Spaeth, Canon for Administration and Stewardship at Diocesan House, has begun his transition into retirement after almost 31 years of faithful service to the Episcopal Diocese of Connecticut.  In July he began the daunting task of cleaning out the formidable piles in his office and now is slowly stepping away from daily active management of the life of the Diocese.  While many of us across the Diocese are just beginning to consider what “life after Jack” will look like, we also want to pause and give thanks to God for the incredible gift of Jack to our Church for over three decades.
